Version, is Now Available

COMSA NCFT Beta Version, an evolution of the existing NFTs into a limited number of real
NFTs with serial numbers, is now available

Tech Bureau (Head Office - Osaka, Japan; CEO - Takao Asayama; hereinafter referred to as
"the Company") announces that COMSA will start handling the beta version of NCFT, which

is an evolution of existing NFTs into a limited number of real NFTs with serial numbers, from

September 27, 2022 (Tue.).



Aiming beyond the NFT as it should be

The COMSA NCFT was developed over a period of more than a year with the aim of going
beyond the NFT as it should be, to enable anyone to immediately issue limited multiple NFTs
with serial numbers on the spot.

Whereas existing NFTs are intended to be solely products or contents, COMSA NCFT allows
for the issuance and sale of "digital limited edition objects" with serial numbers assigned in
arbitrary limited numbers.

While the technology and specifications behind the NCFT are complex, COMSA remains a
marketplace where anyone can easily issue and sell and is available to all existing COMSA

users starting today.

A True On-Chain Asset

COMSA was launched in January 2022 with the goal of tokenizing all value and minimizing
economic resistance.

While the marketplace remains open for anyone to use, a new next-generation NFT feature
called NCFT has been implemented, but the common feature since the service launch has
been that all NFT content, including images, audio, and video, will be stored fully on the
SYMBOL blockchain, a "true on-chain NFT.

While existing NFTs have had difficulty issuing and selling multiple copies of content,
COMSA NCFT allows multiple copies to be issued and sold as an on-chain asset, thus



bringing back the "era in which anyone can freely and easily issue tokens" that Tech Bureau
has been aiming for since its establishment.

In existing NFTs, the actual content itself exists separately from the rights to buy and sell it,
and there is a risk that the actual content itself may be lost, replaced, or disappeared.
COMSA's all-or-none chain NFT shifts the era of "deceptive digital assets" to the next
generation of "digital physical objects.

Serial-numbered NFTs can be created with a single
smartphone.

COMSA NCFT enables the issuance of any digital asset, from art to memberships to trading
cards, as a limited number of NFTs with serial numbers using a smartphone.

COMSA aims to maximize the sales frontage and minimize economic resistance at the same
time by implementing not only SYMBOL payment but also Ethereum payment as well as yen
payment by credit card.

NFTs that previously had to be handled as a collection of discrete one-off items, even if
multiple copies were desired to be issued and sold, can now be issued simultaneously as
"digital limited edition NFTs" under COMSA.

The Power of Blockchain for All

The token economy, which used to allow individuals to issue as many tokens as they
wanted, has become a very narrow world over the past five or six years due to repeated
regulatory changes.

However, with the launch of COMSA NCFT, the "token free economy" where anyone can
safely issue any token will return in an evolved form, thanks to Tech Bureau's years of
experience and the powerful SYMBOL protocol that has evolved from NEM.

All COMSA's NFT content and sales records will be recorded on the SYMBOL blockchain by
the native protocol, but as a marketplace service, it can be used by anyone without worrying
about the underlying technology.

The purpose of COMSA from the beginning was to allow digital content and rights to be sold
as physical NFTs, as opposed to existing NFTs where the actual content is not real as a
record on the blockchain, but NCFTs allow limited-edition multiple items to be sold with serial
numbers, and the activated the NCFT will allow for the sale of limited editions with serial



numbers, which will promote the formation of a content price market through active trade,
highlight the value of NFTs, and more clearly realize the creator's reputation.

In recent years, the definition and scope of NFT-related services have tended to become
diluted, as most of the NFT-related services that have flooded the market like bamboo
shoots are merely agency or agency services, or are called NFT without even being minted.

Tech Bureau will continue to improve its services by defining NFT as a digital physical
product and NFT service definition as one that does not require an intermediary or agency.

As part of this effort, we are preparing to soon produce content utilizing our trademark,
"Torekabu", which has the connotation of "trading cards" and "acting like stocks supporting
talent (not actual stocks)", for the first time in 6 years, following the TV show "Mining Bit
Girls".
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
